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Scientific Rational

Increased knowledge on the pathogenesis of autoimmune
cytopenias, and the consequent development of new
therapeutic strategies, are contributing significantly to improved
clinical outcomes. The recent pandemic has also facilitated a
move away from traditional immunosuppression strategies,
which are often of excessive duration and modest efficacy.
Alongside new management options, it will be important to
collect patient reported outcomes and strengthen the
therapeutic alliance between physician and patient. The
positioning of therapeutic innovations and real-world studies
will be another challenge in the coming years. The meeting has
been set up to disseminate the basic knowledge and the most
recent updates on autoimmune cytopenias, from common or
peculiar biological elements to the most recent randomised
trials.
